Windows 7 Update.

1. Download and save the file to your Computer.

2. Right click on the file and choose Troubleshoot Compatibility

3. Computer will start detecting issues.

4. Once issues are detected select Try Recommended Settings.

5. Select to Start the Program which will only take a few seconds.

6. Once this has completed you will need to run the Setup Wizard, when it gets to the point that says wait for the Hardware Wizard. If the Wizard does not come up you will need to click on your Start button and go to the Control Panel, then go to System and Security, then click on System and then the Device Manager. Once in the Device Manager plug your module into the computer. The module should show up as an Other Device or Unknown Device as an AT91 USB Device. Right click on this Device and choose to Update or Reinstall Driver. From this point follow the update instructions for the Hardware Wizard options. Once the driver software has been installed exit out of these windows and completes the Setup Wizard. Once it has completed open and run the download file. Then plug your module in and update it with the new software. Once updated go back to the Program Compatibility window and click on Next and select to save these settings for this program.
The error that will be received when you need to perform these actions is an Unhandled exception error has occurred in this Application. It will give the option to ignore the error and click continue or cancel the application. It will give a details list saying that the path to C:\WINDOWS\INF\.QZ.INF is denied. So before going any further you need to run the Trouble Shoot Compatibility to make the application compatible.
